Course Description:

XC

The course starts with a wide-open, grassy climb that shoots down into the woods where the trail snakes
up the right side (but is very well marked). Once the wooded section is complete, riders climb another
grassy hill and descend down a small hill to the finish line. Each lap is approximately 2 miles in length.

DH

Overall, the course is fast, very twitchy, and moderately technical. Uphill sections have been minimized
but a few short ones still remain (leave your 40 Ib, 8” travel bikes at home). Practice time will be
available as soon as the last men’s A rider crosses the line. The course is approximately 1.5 miles long.
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Directions to Alpine Valley from Miami University: Click here

: Start out going South on US-27 by turning right. 20.5 miles

: Take the 1-275 E ramp towards I-75/DAYTON. 0.3 miles

: Merge onto 1-275 E. 14.9 miles

: Take the I-71 N/I-71 S exit, exit number 49, towards COLUMBUS/CINCINNATI. 0.3 miles
: Take the I-71 N exit on the left towards COLUMBUS. 0.9 miles

: Merge onto I-71 N. 202.4 miles

: Take the 1-271 N exit, exit number 220, towards ERIE PA. 0.4 miles
: Merge onto 1-271 N. 34.3 miles

: Take the US-322/MAYFIELD RD exit, exit number 34. 0.2 miles

10: Keep RIGHT at the fork in the ramp. 0.3 miles

11: Merge onto MAYFIELD RD/US-322. 9.9 miles
